Its primary purpose is to promote mutual understanding through international education and cultural exchange.
Established in 1949, the Australian-American Fulbright Commission awards over 50 scholarships annually and is jointly funded by the Australian and U.S. Governments along with corporate sponsors. The Australian-American Fulbright Commission’s Board is appointed by invitation of the US Ambassador and the Australian Minister for Education.
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
