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Canberra enriches America’s brightest

Nine of America’s brightest scholars will arrive in Canberra on Thursday 18th August for the annual Fulbright Enrichment Seminar. Graduates in marine biology, law, environmental science, neurobiology and environmental science from University of California, Berkeley, Washington University (St Louis), Duke University and New York University will spend three days in Canberra, as an orientation, before they begin their Fulbright Scholarships throughout Australia.

“Canberra provides a wonderful opportunity for American Fulbright scholars to experience Australian cultural aspects. At Parliament House they will observe first-hand the parliamentary system in question time and gain an insight into Australian history and culture through visits to the National Museum and Gallery.” said Mark Darby, Executive Director of Australian-American Fulbright Commission. 
The Fulbright scholars have chosen Australia, over 150 other countries, as their host country to take advantage of Australia’s world renowned specialists, laboratories, environments and unique communities. Through developing collaborations and partnerships the scholars aim to explore new horizons and create tangible outcomes for Australia, America and the global economy. 

Australia will host twenty Fulbright scholars in the next twelve months. Their research focuses include; analysis of Australian media’s coverage of indigenous health issues, coral bleaching in Australia’s Great Barrier Reef, atmospheric chemistry and composition in the southern hemisphere, alternative dispute resolution techniques for Aboriginal Native Title Claims, industrial relations practices and the coding of tonal languages in cochlear implants. 
The prestigious Fulbright program is the largest educational scholarship of its kind and was created by U.S. Senator J. William Fulbright and the U.S. Government in 1946. Aimed at promoting mutual understanding through educational exchange it currently operates between the U.S. and 150 other nations. In Australia, the scholarships are administered by the Australian-American Fulbright Commission headquartered in Canberra and are funded by the Australian and U.S. Governments and a select group of corporate partners.
